FareShare’s new vision

On 18" September, FareShare launched
its vision to open 18 more food depots and
provide essential services for 100,000
disadvantaged people every day,
increasing FareShare’s impact five-fold.

In the key note speech Defra Minister
Joan Ruddock said: “[FareShare’s] vision
is certainly a big step in the right direction,
sending out a clear message to the food
manufacturing and retail sector about what
can be done to deal with food waste.”

As more and more vulnerable people feel
the effects of economic downturn, access
to quality food is a key concern. Our
National Impact Survey shows that 60% of
our clients have gone without food for a
day or more in the past year, and so there
has never been a greater need for
FareShare’s work or a greater need for
your support.

Callton Young OBE, Director of
Sustainability and Competitiveness at the
FDF urged more businesses to work with
FareShare to tackle food poverty, saying:
“We have in [FareShare’s vision] a great
opportunity to deliver benefits for the most
vulnerable in society, to deliver benefits for
the environment and achieve business
benefits all at the same time. Let us grasp
it with both hands.”

FareShare’s ‘Eat Well Live Well
Programme’ provides vital training and
education opportunities for disadvantaged
people and represents a growing area of
our work. Our ‘Eat Well Roadshows’
provide training around food hygiene,
nutrition and practical cooking skills and
our ‘Employability Programme’ provides
accredited training opportunities that help
disadvantaged people prepare for work.

Last year, 24 people in London achieved
their Fork Lift Truck licence, and in 2009
we are working in partnership with A4E to
deliver a 5-year Fork Lift Truck Training
contract for 60 disadvantaged clients a
year.

Tim gained his FLT licence last year; this
is how he describes the impact of the
training:
